Bella Vista Lodge is situated in the rugged Southern Patagonia

pampas on a 500,000-acre ranch cradling the mighty Rio Galle-

gos. Accommodating just 6 to 8 anglers per week and affording

uninterrupted private access to both shores of over 30 miles of

rich sea trout fishing on the Gallegos, one would believe the ex-

perience could not possibly be improved upon. Guess again.

Complementing the sea-run fishing on the estancia is nearly 20

miles of dry fly fishing for wild resident browns on the Rio Chico.

Threading through the remote countryside, the Chico offers mul-

tiple characteristics including freestone runs, deep braids, chan-

nels through lush meadows and rich sloughs, all teeming with

hungry browns.

The lodge is an appealing estancia villa that offers spacious bed-

rooms each with a private bath, a living area and bar that feels

comfortably familiar and the welcomed warmth of the solarium-

style wader and tying room.

Far End Rivers — 
As Unique as it is Remote
Tierra del Fuego, Argentina

The Irigoyen River is unique in that it is a predominantly timbered river and relatively

protected as it winds its way through southern Tierra del Fuego to the Atlantic Ocean.

Far End Rivers, located on the Irigoyen River, is also unique as this lodge owns the rights

to the full length of this medium-sized, tree-lined river — from headwater to delta. 

Here anglers can pursue sea-run browns in the traditional down-and-across manner or

perhaps sight cast to a behemoth as it holds New Zealand-style in a wooded pool. On

the Irigoyen, many anglers opt out of their double-handed rods in favor of single-han-

ders as target casting to holding fish overshadows the need for distance.

Accommodating just 6 anglers per week in their water-side lodge, Far End Rivers offers

traditional Saturday-to-Saturday seasonal fishing weeks, and premium stays for just 4

anglers are available upon request for intact parties.
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Benefiting from its exceptionally abundant biomass, Lake Strobel

affords trout the opportunity to grow to uncharacteristically large

sizes and thus offers an unprecedented angling experience on the

main lake itself, 15 smaller lakes and nearly five miles of the

Barrancoso River contained within the Estancia Laguna Verde

boundaries.

Bordering on the south shore of the 25-square-mile, crystal-clear

Lake Strobel, Estancia Laguna Verde offers unparalleled access and

comfort when targeting these uniquely behemoth rainbow trout in

both lake and river in the wilderness that is remote Southern

Patagonia.

Fish four full days from new 21-ft boats, each with 70-hp motors with

a 15-hp “kicker” motor and offering ample casting space for fly and

spin fishermen alike. With the average dorado here weighing nearly

25 pounds, over 16 world records have been set in these waters in

four years and the fishing continues to be extremely productive. 

Guests are accommodated at the Hotel Horacio Quiroga Spa Re-

sort, which sits nearly atop of the hydroelectric dam. This is a unique

property with endless amenities to make your stay a comfortable

one.

Pirá Lodge is located 400 miles north of Buenos Aires in the Ibera Marshland,

a 3,000,000-acre subtropical wetland, the second-largest in the world, with

clear-water lakes, channels and floating islands. It is here that anglers will 

target the ultra-aggressive and acrobatic Salminus maxillosus, better known 

as the golden dorado.

Pirá presents anglers the opportunity to rove the marshes targeting dorado

with fly or conventional tackle from modern flats skiffs poled by a seasoned

guide staff. Famous for their aggression, the dorado’s strike is quick and violent

followed by a series of acrobatics that have become legendary. In the marsh,

fish may be found in ambush positions or marauding in groups in search of

sabalo and other prey. The food chain is a spectacle to behold.

Pira Lodge is exquisite and reflects regional architecture while providing the

amenities of a 5-star resort. A refreshing dip in the swimming pool prior to

lunch and a short siesta before the afternoon’s fishing make for a relax-paced

program. Spacious bedrooms, each with a private bathroom, overhead fans

and air conditioning, help ensure a good night’s rest after a day on the water.

The Rio Futaleufu begins its life in Argentina but turns west

and flows into Chile. It is here that the river narrows and runs

through some amazing countryside. Futa Lodge is located on

the banks of the Futaleufu in rain-shadow micro-climate, mak-

ing it much drier than areas on the Chilean coast but slightly

wetter than the semi-arid climate of Argentina to the east.

Fishing the productive Futaleufu is done in Western-style drift

boats for its

ample popula-

tions of resident

rainbow and

brown trout. The

lush willow-

lined banks are

home for hatch-

ing caddis and mayflies, and dry fly fishing is emphasized.

However, streamers can be very effective as there are some

large trout in the river that can be coaxed up from the depths

or from behind logs for a tasty meal.

The estancia has miles of the upper Rio

Cisnes and several spring creeks at your disposal that are

filled with trout. Fishing is done mainly by wading and work-

ing the riffles, runs and pools for the resident brown trout

that lie beneath the clear waters. Dry fly fishing is empha-

sized though all fly fishing techniques can be utilized. Novice

and expert anglers alike will find this program exciting and

the scenery breathtaking. The lodge accommodates 12 an-

glers in 6 rooms with en suite bathrooms. This is the perfect

destination for those who are looking for an authentic

Chilean estancia experience.

For Cristian and Marcelo Dufflocq their vocation as fly fishing outfitters

almost seemed preordained. As the sons of one of the pioneers of

Chilean fly fishing, they formed a passion for the outdoors at an early

age through camping and fishing experiences with their family.

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Chilean Fjords
There are few places left in the world where man’s footprint is nearly imper-

ceptible and where the rhythms of nature can completely envelop you. The

Chilean fjords are such a place. Located south of the town of Puerto Montt,

this island chain holds a multitude of small rivers that flow into estuaries. In

these short rivers reside brown and rainbow trout and the occasional

salmon -- much to the de-

light of fly fishermen who

have ventured there. But the

Chilean Fjords program is as

much about taking in the

surroundings as it is about

the fly fishing. Lush vegeta-

tion, stands of bamboo,

thick forests of coihue as well as the wildlife, including penguins, seals, dol-

phins and perhaps a whale, add to the experience.  The fishing program

runs Sunday through Saturday; an overnight stay is needed prior to embark-

ing on the trip. A 53-ft Hatteras accommodates 4 anglers in 2 private state-

room cabins. The guides and crew are well trained and work hard to make

your experience in this amazing part of Chile memorable.

Have Hatteras will travel – awfully remote
and happy to be so in central Chile
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The Rivers of Coyhaique
Chile’s XI Region is a fly fisherman’s paradise. Think of it as part Montana, Wyoming and Colorado all in one. Just outside of the region’s capi-

tal city of Coyhaique are a number of Chile’s best trout waters just waiting for you to explore. Rivers like the Simpson, Palomar, Nireguao,

Paloma, Huemules, Blanco and the mountain stream Emperador Guillermo are easily accessed. This diverse fishing resource allows for float-

ing and wading on large and small water. A comfortable hotel in town serves as the base of operations, and the program is perfect for those

who are not concerned with getting the lodge experience but still want excellent fishing. 

Fundo el Salto
Fundo el Salto is a renovated Chilean farmhouse that is located within a 

national park under the watchful eye of the imposing Orsono Volcano. This

lodge accommodates 8 anglers in total comfort, and the food and service re-

ceive excellent reviews. The mainstay of the fishing program is the Rio Petro-

hue, which flows from Lago Todos de los Santos and meanders beneath high

mountains of lush vegetation and verdant rain forests. The Petrohue is a large

river that holds big trout and salmon. While this is primarily a float fishing expe-

rience, two small spring creeks and several side channels can be explored by

wading as well. Nonfishing activities include horseback riding, hiking, guided

tours of the Lake District and birding. A 4-night minimum visit is required.

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Nomads of the Seas 
The Chilean fjords are one of the last frontiers left in Chile. The Nomads of the

Seas experience is for the fly fisherman who is looking to go where no other

can in order to fish for trout that have not seen a fly. Whether by land, sea or

air, guests will access some of the most remote lakes, rivers and streams in

Chile and fish them by wading, drift boat, or jet boat.  During your Saturday-to-

Saturday fishing week, you live aboard the 150-ft Atmosphere, an elegantly ap-

pointed custom-built vessel. The Atmosphere will motor up and down the

Chilean coast and anchor in remote bays from which you will undertake your

excursions. Nonfishing options are well defined and include horseback riding,

birding, whale watching, rafting, trekking and other outdoor activities. The No-

mads of the Seas experience is the most thorough way to see Chilean Patago-

nia: by land, sea and air.

Patagonia Baker
Lodge
Patagonia Baker Lodge is located in one of

the most sparsely populated areas in south-

ern Chile that is filled with rivers, lakes and

streams. Now that should get the attention

of any fisherman. The lodge offers access to

some of the best trout resources in this re-

mote and beautiful region: the Rio Cochran

and the Rio Baker. These waters are floated

and waded for brown and rainbow trout,

and several smaller rivers are also accessed.

Salmon runs offer anglers the chance to put

a real bend in their rods in December and

March. The newly renovated lodge features

an attentive staff and an excellent chef.

Their remarkable,

explosive strike, combined with an astonishing ability to break heavy

lines and leaders and straighten sturdy saltwater hooks, make them

one of the most sought-after species in the Amazon. The peacock

bass’s spectacular fighting prowess serves to rank it among the great-

est sport fish in the world.

No matter what your dream adven-

ture is, you’ll find it in the Amazon: the adrenalin rush of hooking a tro-

phy peacock bass, exploring the home of thousands of unique and

exotic animal and bird species, and experiencing the seclusion of the

rain forest or trekking into the jungle.

When the Agua Boa Amazon Lodge was established it was touted as a unique

peacock bass fishery boasting the opportunity to sight cast to the ultra-aggressive

peacock bass in a clear-water river environment. Today, that claim is revered as

fact and this destination deep in the heart of the Amazon jungle continues to be

a Frontiers favorite. 

Picture standing on the bow of a custom-built Amazon skiff as your guide poles

the river shallows to within casting distance of a double-digit peacock. The colors

of the fish are so vivid that greens and oranges project clearly through the tea-col-

ored water as the goliath’s electric-red eyes scan its prey — your fly. An audience

of river monkeys observes from the trees and a scarlet macaw cackles from

above as the fish strikes with such ferocity that your rod is almost torn from your

hand despite your firm grip. 

Visiting anglers are comfortably accommodated in 7 bungalows that overlook the

river and refreshing swimming pool. Each bungalow is equipped with two queen-

size beds, private bathroom, walk-in shower, Wi-Fi, air conditioning, fans and

satellite television. The main lodge offers traditional Brazilian and international

fare served by an attentive staff. A full bar, billiards room and game room provide

ample opportunity to relax after fishing. Hosting just 12 to 14 guests per week,

the lodge is located on the Agua Boa River, deep in one of the last remaining

tracts of uncut and uninhabited rain forest in Brazil. This is a must for the life list.

River Plate Anglers has access to some of the

most remote waters in the Brazilian Amazon — in-

cluding five river systems available exclusively to

their guests — for aggressive, tackle-busting pea-

cock bass. River Plate’s distinctive floating barge

system can deliver fishermen to these secluded

areas due to the shallow draft design of their

unique “live aboard” vessel. This fly-in floating

cabin system can operate in a meager four inches

of water, getting fishermen deep into jungle river

systems to some of the best fishing waters available. Move freely among these richly diverse trib-

utaries on a fishing adventure you won’t soon forget.  Fly and spin fishermen alike are welcome

aboard. Each morning, step out of your cabin and onto a 21-ft boat that will take you to the heart

of the action on rivers both north and south of the equator. The fishing season begins in July and

ends in March with a maximum capacity of 8 anglers per week. For the 2010-2011 season, two

packages are offered: the standard 6-full-day fishing program and a 4½-day option.
